1.  No electric instruments. Fiddles are to be played under the chin. No trick fiddling. 
2.  Fiddlers must play a waltz, a hoedown (or breakdown), and tune of choice, in that order. 
3.  No more than 2 accompanists. Accompanists must play a non-bowed instrument. 
4.  A piano will be available for practice and on stage. All tuning will be done prior to coming to the staging 

area. 
5.  Contestants called back for Saturday night will not be allowed to repeat the same tunes they played on Friday 

night. 
6.  Registration will be held at the school on Friday from 3:00 to 6:30 p.m. Pre-registration is encouraged.  

OPEN HOUSE FOR FIDDLERS, ACCOMPANISTS AND GUESTS will be held at the COTTON COMMUNITY 
CENTER immediately following the contest on Saturday night. Food will be served to fiddlers and accompanists.
